Highways and grid roads 

North East Saskatchewan is well connected by SaskatchewanΩs provincial highways.  Running North/South are 

provincial highways, #6, #35, and #9 and running East/West there are provincial highways #55, #3 and #49. 

Highway # 6 is known as the CanAm Highway, which runs from Canada to Mexico. Highway #9 is also known as the

Local Tax Incentives 

Business Incentives  

The following Business Incentive Program was adopted at Council's Regular Meeting held on December 12, 2000: 

1. Incentives 2 to 8 will only apply to projects deemed necessary by Council for the economic well being of 

the Town of Hudson Bay and creating ten jobs or less. 

2. Land fill from the Town gravel pit will be available at no cost to new projects. 

3. Undeveloped Town-owned Commercial or Industrial land will be available to developers at a cost of $1.00 

for new projects and existing businesses increasing the size of their building. Title transfer to occur after 

development of property. Development to occur within 2 years of application. 

4. Business license fees will be rebated as follows to new businesses supporting economic well-being of the 

community located in Commercial or Industrial areas: 

¶ 100% for 3 years 

5. A. Property taxes including the CMRF will be rebated to developers undertaking new construction located 

in a Commercial or Industrial area for new businesses supporting economic well-being of the community 

during construction as follows: 

ω 100% for construction or start up year 

ω 100% for year one 

ω 75% for year two 

ω 50% for year three 

ω 25% for year four 

B. The CMRF will be rebated, to new businesses supporting economic well-being of the community, 

purchasing and locating in an existing building as follows: 

ω 100% for year one 

ω 75% for year two 

ω 50% for year three 

ω 25% for year four 

6. Where necessary, water and sewer services and other servicing requirements will be installed by the 

developer at their cost. Water and sewer usage charges will be rebated for the start up year plus 4 years. 

7. Existing businesses increasing the size of their buildings will qualify for the incentives stated in 5 a) on a 

pro rata basis related to the size of the new construction. 

8. Matching Grant not to exceed $3000.00 for doing significant visual store front improvement. Maximum of 

1 Grant per business per 10 years. Town will allow maximum of 5 Grants per year. The Storefront 
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improvement grant will not be considered in conjunction with new construction. Improvements must be 

relative to the Towns Heritage or Beautification themes. This incentive will not be considered in 

conjunction with any other tax incentive. 

9. Larger projects creating more than 10 jobs will make their own proposal to Town Council. 

Housing Incentives  

$10,000.00 cash back on your new home! 

The Town of Hudson Bay will provide a new Housing Incentive Grant of 10% of the construction value to a 

maximum of $10,000.00. 

Construction costs to be determined by a recognized building cost index.  

National Building Code Standards to be followed.  

Incentive payable upon completion of construction.  

Construction must be started within 18 months of the lot purchase date.

Available Power Capacity and Usage from SaskPower 

As the principal supplier of electricity in Saskatchewan, SaskPower serves more than 445,000 customers and 

manages $4.2 billion in assets. SaskPower has over 2,400 permanent full-time employees located in 71 

communities. 

SaskPower operates three coal-fired power stations, seven hydroelectric stations, four natural gas stations and two 

wind facilities with an aggregate generating capacity of 3,214 megawatts (MW). SaskPower also has purchase

SaskPower has three-phase 25 kV power services in Hudson Bay.  Main power service to Hudson Bay is 72,000 KVA  

The exact electrical requirements from a potential customer will need to be identified once the potential customer 

has been identified.  SaskPower works with customers to ensure the customer has the electricity required to run 

their facilities.  SaskPower is responsible for making electrical service available if required by the customer.  

Commercial customers typically require 25 kV service (or below) which is available in Hudson Bay.   

The critical issue for SaskPower is the time required to install a transmission service (72 kV, 138 kV, and 230 kV) if 

required by the customer.  Depending on the length of line required, SaskPower can require three years notice to 

ensure transmission facilities are installed when required by the customer.  This lead time typically works nicely 

with the customer's requirements to build new plants and install equipment prior to needing the electricity to 

energize it. 

Natural Gas services from SaskEnergy and TransGas  

SaskEnergy is Saskatchewan's natural gas distribution company, a provincial Crown corporation in operation for 

over half a century in Saskatchewan. 

SaskEnergy delivers the benefits of safe, convenient and environmentally friendly natural gas to more than 

347,000 residential, farm, commercial and industrial customers throughout Saskatchewan.  SaskEnergy purchases 

natural gas from independent suppliers and transport it through a 67,000-kilometre distribution system to 92% of 

Saskatchewan communities.

Fire Coverage 

The Hudson Bay Fire Department is made up of 20 volunteer members.  The Fire Chief, Wayne Tchorzewski is a 

NFPA 1041 level 2 instructor allowing most training to be done in-house. Members are trained in rescue, vehicle 

extractions, structural and wildland firefighting.  

Vehicles consist of 2 pumper tankers, a suburban, and a command ½ ton truck.  Rescue equipment includes the 

Jaws of Life.   

The response area is one of the largest and covers the R.M. #394 including McBride Lake, Parr Hill, Townsend Lake 

and the Swan Plain subdivision.  As well, they have a mutual aid agreement with Porcupine Plain and Tisdale.  They 

also have a mutual agreement with Carrot River and Nipawin for vehicle fires and extractions on #55 highway. 

The Department is active in presenting workshops and information about Fire Prevention and Fire Safety in the 

schools and community. 

Police Coverage 

Staff consists of 1 Sergeant, 5 Constables, 1 Public Servant, and 1 Municipal Employee. 
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The detachment borders extend 123 km north, 75 km south, 50 km west, and 50 km east to the Manitoba border.  

Programs include: 

Victim Services 

Victim Services is a police based service and are available to help professional agencies as a support group. Victim 

Services operates by referrals by medical staff or RCMP only. There are 3 local victim services workers.  

DARE - Drug Awareness Resistance Education 

DARE is a comprehensive prevention education program designed to equip school children with skills to recognize 

and resist social pressures to experiment with tobacco, alcohol, other drugs and violence. 

Crime Stoppers 

Information about a crime can be called into Saskatchewan Crime Stoppers at 1-800-222-TIPS (8477). 

Callers remain anonymous and cash payments of up to $2,000 may be awarded by Saskatchewan Crime Stoppers 

for information leading to an arrest for any serious crime or drug related offense. 

P.A.R.T.Y.   

Stands for Prevent Alcohol and Risk related Trauma in Youth. The P.A.R.T.Y. has historically been offered to grade 

12 students in Hudson Bay.  The premise of the program is to help youth make educated and wise decisions, 

especially in the area of drugs, alcohol, seat belt usage and driving.  The program is now done all over western 

Canada and has experienced unprecedented results.

In June, 1980 a Canadian Forces Hercules landed with troops to fight forest fires and the airport has also 

been host to several private jets.
