Highways and grid roads 

North East Saskatchewan is well connected by Saskatchewan’s provincial highways.  Running North/South are 

provincial highways, #6, #35, and #9 and running East/West there are provincial highways #55, #3 and #49. 

Highway # 6 is known as the CanAm Highway, which runs from Canada to Mexico. Highway #9 is also known as the 

Saskota Flyway because it’s an international highway extending from North Dakota up past Hudson Bay, to the 

Manitoba border.  The highway surfaces are mostly categorized as either paved or granular.  There are sections of 

highway #55 and #9 (North of Hudson Bay), that are gravel.  Most of the highways in the region are primary 

weight, seasonal primary weight and secondary weight.

Town of Preeceville fees: 

Building Permits - $10.00 for up to $10000. 00 of value of construction and $1.00 for every $1000.00 over, to a 

maximum of $50.00 

Demolishing or Moving Permits - $10.00 for up to $10000.00 of fair market value and $1.00 for every $1000.00 

over, to a maximum of $50.00. 

No reduced fee for demolishing or moving permits. 

Building Inspector fees are set by the inspector and these costs are added to the applicants permit fee. 

A fee of $300.00 is to be charged for all rezoning applications. 

Building Permits Policies: 

Residential and Agricultural Properties- any taxable property requiring a building permit, have their building permit 

fee reduced by one-half if their permit is applied for prior to any building activity commencing.  If a building is 

under construction prior to obtaining a building permit, no fee reduction will be provided. 

Commercial Properties- any taxable property requiring a building permit, have their building permit fee repaid to 

them through inclusion of that amount with any tax concession provided and consideration of engineers or 

architects fees amount, (upon provision of paid receipt), if requested by Building Inspector but only in the case 

where the building permit is applied for prior to any building activity commencing. If a building is under 

construction prior to obtaining a building permit, no fee(s) compensation will be provided. 

Local Tax Incentives 

Residential 

Residential Town owned vacant lot with water and sewer frontage that sell for $3,000.00, have an improvement 

with a minimum taxable assessment value of $50,000.00 constructed and finished on that lot within 2 calendar 

years from the purchase date, a $2,500.00 municipal tax credit will be applied to the property’s tax card.  The 

purchaser must have the title transfer work completed within 30 days of the town’s acceptance of their interest to 

purchase; taxes will be levied starting from title transfer date. 

Our new developed residential lots (fully serviced this fall) sell for $15,000.00 and do not have a tax credit. 

Commercial 

Commercial property - no set rates.  A request for a concession from council must be made in writing and brought 

to council table for consideration.  Usually 50% tax concession for the 1st year of operating and 25% for the 2nd 

year.

Taxes are levied after the school and town have determined their mill rates for the year.  Taxes for the current year 

run from January 1st to December 31st.  Levies are usually done in the middle of May and notices are sent out at 

the end of May or the beginning of June.

Current taxes are due by September 30th in each year.  If unpaid the following penalties will apply:

If on December 31 current taxes are not paid they become arrears.  All arrears of taxes are subject to a 1% penalty 

per month beginning January 1. 

Water Supply 

The town has a very good water source, consisting of two wells with a pumping capacity of 200,000 gallons per 

day.  The 1st well is 112 feet deep and the 2nd well is approximately 125 feet deep. The entire town is serviced. 
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The town reservoir has a capacity of 400,000 gallons, and peak consumption is 167,000 gallons per day.  The water 

pressure is 32 p.s.i.  The water is treated with chlorine at the well site, pumped to town and goes through the 

filtration system prior to being distributed. 

Sewage Treatment 

All of the town sewage system is set up by gravity flow from the properties to the lift station.  Once the sewage 

reaches the lift station, it is pumped by two pumps to the lagoon.  The lagoon was built large and consists of two 

cells.  The sewage goes into the first cell then overflows into the second cell where it evaporates into the 

atmosphere.  The Town does not treat its sewage and release it into the environment as some towns do.  As our 

lagoon is rather large, the town is able to use this evaporation technique to dispose of our sewage.   

Water & Sewer Consumption Rates  

The water rate is $35.33 monthly for 2,000 gallons, $4.64 per 1,000 gallons over the 6,000, or $106.00 quarterly for 

6,000 gallons.

Available Power Capacity and Usage from SaskPower 

As the principal supplier of electricity in Saskatchewan, SaskPower serves more than 445,000 customers and 

manages $4.2 billion in assets.

The exact electrical requirements from a potential 

customer will need to be identified once the potential customer has been identified.  SaskPower works with 

customers to ensure the customer has the electricity required to run their facilities.  SaskPower is responsible for 

making electrical service available if required by the customer.  Commercial customers typically require 25 kV 

service (or below) which is available in Preeceville.

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The critical issue for SaskPower is the time required to install a transmission service (72 kV, 138 kV, and 230 kV) if

The two detachments provide the policing for the Town of 

Preeceville.  The Sturgis detachment consists of a Staff Corporal and three Constables. 

Airports with Runway Lengths 

The air strip is owned and operated by the Town.  The air strip is only large enough to handle small planes.  The 

size is 2525 feet X 150 feet and the runway material is grass. 

Landfill 

Due to the public starting fires at the nuisance grounds without permission of SERM and due to the 

implementation of the recycling program, it was decided to lock the nuisance grounds and have it open during 

certain days of the week and to man the site to ensure proper separation of garbage to extend the lifetime of the 

present landfill pit.  The nuisance grounds are open Tuesday, Thursday and Saturday (excluding holidays).  During 

the months of April through September hours are 10:00 am – 8:00 pm.  During the month of October hours are 

10:00am – 6:30 pm.  During the months of November through March hours are 10:00 am – 5:00 pm.  The 1st week 

in May and the 3rd week in September have been designated as “Clean-up Week”.  During this week on the days 

the landfill is open site entry is free.  As well the garbage truck makes an extra trip around town on Friday to pick 

up yard debris such as bagged leaves and grass clippings and bundles sticks.

Vehicles are accepted at the landfill metal pile only if all fluid and gas tanks are removed. 

Fluorescent lights are accepted at the landfill.  They must be hauled to the landfill by the resident, the garbage 

truck will NOT pick them up.  They don’t want shattered glass in the truck. 

Residents who move their garbage from the back to the front for the winter months, now have set dates to do this 

- May 1 and October 31.
