Cost of Building Permits 

Bylaw #14/90, A Bylaw Respecting Buildings 

This Building Bylaw gives Council the authority to appoint an Inspector to make sure that construction of buildings 

is done according to the proper building codes and complies with municipal bylaws. 

The building bylaw also states that no person shall construct, erect, place, alter, repair, renovate, reconstruct or 

demolish or move a building unless a valid permit exists for the work to be done. 

As stated in the bylaw the following are required: 

¶ Application for a Building Permit 

¶ 2 Sets of plans and specifications of the building 

¶ After the building inspector has reviewed the application and it complies to the necessary requirements he 

will issue his approval 

¶ Permit Fees are according to Bylaw 14/90 with amending bylaws to change rates when Council feels it is 

applicable.  The most recent rates are amended in Bylaw 3/05 

Charges for building Permits are as follows: 

¶ $ 30.00 for the first $ 5,000.00 estimated Value 

¶ $ 5.00 per $1,000.00 or part thereafter. 

¶ Permit to move a building - $30.00 

NOTE:  THESE CHARGES ARE GST EXCEMPT 

¶ Permits are valid for 6 months. 

¶ Permits can be extended with approval from Council (Administrator) 

¶ Allows for the inspector to rebate fees if work is reduced

¶ The automatic tax exemption will be granted on a newly constructed building with regards to 

both the land and building portion of taxes. 

¶ To be eligible for this exemption, the building permit must be issued by the Town of Tisdale after 

January 1, 2010.  

¶ The issuance of the building permit must follow the criteria set forth by the Town of Tisdale and 

have all requirements satisfied. 

¶ Tax exemption may be transferred in the event of a new owner, up until the expiry date of 

original agreement.  

¶ The exemption of school taxes will be in accordance with Sections 298 (2), (5) and (6) of the 

Municipalities Act. 

Timing of Incentives 

¶ The exemption will be applied as follows: 

a) 100% exempt in year one (Permit year) 

b) 100% exempt in year two 

c) 100% exempt in year three 

d) Full Taxation 

¶ Permit year shall be considered the calendar year in which the building permit is approved.  

¶ Incentives will commence the day the building permit was issued and to qualify for the incentive, 

construction must begin within 90 calendar days of the date on the building permit.  

**Council reserves the right to approve each incentive individually and has the option to expand or limit the 

incentive on a case by case basis. 
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Town of Tisdale Commercial Expansion Incentive Policy January 2010 

Purpose: 

This initiative of council is to promote economic development in the Town of Tisdale by encouraging the expansion 

or renovation of existing commercial/industrial buildings. 

 

Definition(s): 

Existing Business: 

¶ A business that has been licensed by the Town of Tisdale for a minimum period of one year and is 

not in tax arrears.  

¶ A business that is subject to commercial taxation. Home based businesses and businesses subject 

to grants in lieu are excluded.  

Business Expansion 

¶ Any construction for which a building permit has been issued by the Town of Tisdale, after 

January 1, 2010, that results in an increase in taxable assessment for the expansion of the 

building. 

Policy: 

¶ The automatic tax exemption will be applied to any increased assessment of an existing building 

due to expansion or renovation.   

¶ To be eligible for the exemption, construction will have a minimum value of $50,000 as 

confirmed by the building inspector. 

¶ To be eligible for this exemption, the building permit must be issued by the Town of Tisdale after 

January 1, 2010 with all requirements satisfied. 

¶ Tax exemption may be transferred in the event of a new owner, up until the expiry date of 

original agreement.  

¶ The exemption of school taxes will be in accordance with Sections 298 (2), (5) and (6) of the 

Municipalities Act. 

Timing of Incentives 

¶ The exemption will be applied as follows: 

a) 100% exempt in year one (Permit year)  

b) 100% exempt in year two  

c) 100% in year three 

d) Full Taxation 

¶ Permit year shall be considered the calendar year in which the building permit is approved.  

¶ Incentives will commence the day the building permit was issued and to qualify for the incentive, 

construction must begin within 90 calendar days of the date on the building permit.

The objective of this incentive is to encourage all owners of existing and new businesses, throughout 

the downtown core, to enhance their storefront with the Town providing assistance to the businesses 

to do so.   

3.0 Goals 

The primary goals for implementing the Storefront Enhancement Grant are: 

a) To give all existing and new business owners who are contemplating storefront 

improvement, access to a Grant to reduce the financial responsibility of the business owner.  

b) To entice owners to undertake a storefront enhancement 

c) To give a unique and fresh new look to the downtown.  

d) To add value to our community by making improvements to our downtown furthering 

community pride and beauty. 

4.0 Application Review Process 

4.0.1 Advisory Group 

The Town Administrator and Director of Economic Development will review all applications 

requesting funds under the Storefront Enhancement Incentive. They will put forth a recommendation 

to council for a final decision on each application. All those applications that do not meet the criteria 

set forth may be considered on a special application basis to be evaluated by Town Council.  

5.0 Eligibility 

5.0.1 Eligible Businesses  

Business owners may receive funding under the Storefront Enhancement Grant, providing that 

the following eligibility guidelines are adhered to: 

a) The business is part of the downtown core; Business is located on 100

 St.  

b) The business must be paying commercial taxes  

c) The business owner must fill out an application form available at the Town of Tisdale 

office. 

d) The business owner must submit with his application with a set of plans or sketches 

which define the construction, alterations or remodeling being proposed. 

e) Business must have current taxes paid. 

f) All costs must have been incurred within the timelines set forth for this grant 

5.0.2 Eligible Costs: 

a) Construction costs  

b) New Canopies or Lighting 

c) Paint  

d) Signage 
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6.0 Ineligibility 

6.0.1 Businesses: 

a) Ones who fail to provide all necessary information as requested in the application form. 

b) Do not have a business situated within the stated area. 

c) Have already received money through this Grant.  

6.0.2 Ineligible Costs: 

a) Replacement of existing windows 

b) Rooftop improvements (shingles, tin, air conditioner, etc.) 

c) Consultations or conceptual drawings 

7.0 Level of Assistance 

The Town of Tisdale will allocate grant money under the Storefront Development Grant on an annual 

basis. In no case will: 

a) The town fund more than 50% of the renovation costs. 

b) The town fund more than $5,000 of the costs associated with the renovations to any one 

business. 

c) Spread the funding to any one business over more than 1 year. 

The total amount of funds allocated to this project will be at the discretion of Council.  

8.0 Funding Disbursement 

The Town of Tisdale will issue payment once work has been completed and receipts of work done 

have been provided.   

9.0 Timeline 

The timing of the incentive would be for no longer than two (2) calendar years and will be in effect 

from January 1, 2011 and ending December 31, 2012.  
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Town of Tisdale Residential Tax Incentive Policy January 2010 

1. PURPOSE 

1.1. To stimulate housing development in the Town of Tisdale. 

2. GENERAL POLICY 

2.1. The Policy will be evaluated annually. 

2.2. The Policy will offer a two year tax concession with the first year being the construction year and the 

second year being the incentive policy. 

2.3. The residential tax incentive policy applies to new residential dwellings.  Additions and renovations will 

not be included. 

2.4. For Town owned new development property, the residential tax incentive policy applies to year one 

and year two and will exempt 100% of both municipal tax and School property taxes as a result of new 

development on property that is classed as new development.  The exemption of school taxes will be 

in accordance with Sections 298 (2), (5) and (6) of the Municipalities Act. 

2.5. For infill or privately owned property, the residential tax incentive policy applies to 100% for the 

municipal and school property taxes on the increase in assessment during the construction year.  Year 

two will exempt 100% of both municipal and school property taxes as a result of new development on 

property that is classed as new development.  The exemption of school taxes will be in accordance 

with Sections 298 (2), (5) and (6) of the Municipalities Act.  

2.6. If an individual or developer sells a dwelling approved by this policy, the tax incentive is transferable to 

the new registered owner up to December 31, 2011. 

2.7. The policy is focused on the construction of any new dwellings within the Town of Tisdale. 

2.8. The policy is available to owner occupied housing starts as well as developer housing starts. 

2.9. The policy is available to dwellings that have a valid building permit issued and which construction 

commenced within the 2010 year. 

2.10. Council reserves the right to customize a tax incentive policy, on an individual basis, for any residential 

development. 

EFFECTIVE DATE 

This policy was adopted by the Council of the Town of Tisdale on December 30, 2009.

Depending on the length of line required, SaskPower can require three years notice to 

ensure transmission facilities are installed when required by the customer.  This lead time typically works nicely 

with the customer's requirements to build new plants and install equipment prior to needing the electricity to 

energize it.
